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Mohandas Karamchand Gandhi (1869-1948), known as "Mahatma" ("Great Soul"), was the political and 
spiritual leader of the movement for India's independence from Britain. His steadfast adherence to the prin-
ciple of nonviolence continues to influence peacemakers today, six decades after his assassination.
